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Qualifying in GATE 2020 does not guarantee either an admission to a post-graduate programine or a scholarship/assistantship. Admitting
institutes may conduct further tests or interviews for final selection.

In the GATE 2020, the qualifying marks for a general category candidate in each paper is p + ¢ or 23 marks (out of 100), whichever is
greater, where u is the mean and o is the standard deviation of marks of all the candidates who appeared in the paper. The qualifying
marks for OBC(NCL) and SC/ST/PwD candidates are 90% and two-third of a general category candidate in the paper respectively.
